Subject : Visa Appointment Booking Online (VABQO) System

From 1 May 2016, the Royal Thai Consulate-General, Osaka will start
using the Visa Appointment Booking Online (VABO) system. All applicants for
visa must make online appointment, which allows for up to 30 days in advance.
The Royal Thai Consulate-General will stop accepting visa application at place
without prior booking from 1 June 2016 onwards.To schedule your visa
appointment, please visit http://www.thaiconsulate-visa.jp/vabo/ and select Visa
Appointment Booking Online (VABO) . Please note that this service does not
apply to applicants holding diplomatic and official passports.

The new visa application procedures are as follows;

1. Non-Immigrant Visa “B” (Business) : Application must be submitted by
either the applicant or a representative of the company/business organization, for
which the applicant has worked.

2. Non-Immigrant Visa “O” (Others) : Application must be submitted by either
the applicant or a representative of the company/business organization, for
which the applicant has worked or the registered travel agencies.

3. Non-Immigrant Visa “ED” (Education) : Application must be submitted by
either the applicant or a representative of the educational institution where the
applicant has studied.

4. Tourist and Transit visa : Application must be submitted by either the
applicant or the registered travel agencies.

In case of application by proxy, an authorization letter of the applicant
and a copy of employee ID card of his or her representative are required.

5. Passport holders of the following countries who has Japanese residence
card must apply for visa in person. i.e., Afghanistan, Algeria, Bangladesh,
Cameroon, Central African Republic, China, Egypt, Equatorial Guinea, Guinea,



Ghana, Republic of the Congo, Democratic Republic of the Congo, India, Iran,
Iraq, Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, Lebanon, Libya, Liberia, Nepal,
Nigeria, Pakistan, Palestinian State, Sao Tome and Principe, Somalia, Sierra
Leon, Sri Lanka, Sudan, Syria, and Yemen.

Temporary visitors from the above-mentioned countries are required
to apply for visa at the Royal Thai Embassy or Consulate-General, located in
the applicant’s country of residence or at the Royal Thai Embassy which has
jurisdiction over his or her country of residence.
